Criteria for the scholarship include:


15% Scholarship – at least a 2.75 cumulative grade point average

5% Awards – any awards received during the 4 years of high school

20% Athletics – participating in LPHS sports programs
30% Service – a variety of service activities that have been willingly volunteered 
and that have made a positive impact upon the school and/or community

25% Leadership – performing in leadership positions within the school or the 
community


5% Military Service - immediate family who served in the military
The decision of the Scholarship Committee is final.

Winners will be notified by phone. The grants will be made in the name of the recipients to the accredited college or trade school that the recipients will attend.
